Not the information given when clearing. This would reduce some air time.

The importance of including the “Station or Stations” being paged to an event during dispatch.

Radio use and Paging during storms.

11-13-10 and others, users constantly talking over pages not waiting for paging when dispatcher requests units to standby for page(s).

Use agency talkgroups to modify responses rather than the firemain.
k. Leveraging MDC’s.
Discussion of dispatching calls to MDC equipped apparatus at the time of page.

Self-enrouting via MDC. 

Request non-emergent assistance from dispatch, e.g. cable, phone and power lines down.

Add findings, actions taken, persons involved, etc.

Are we ready to work towards clearing MDC equipped apparatus via MDC rather than radio?

Automatically “scene” MDC equipped apparatus based on x proximity to the address 

of the incident. Increases accuracy, eliminates the potential of failure to do so manually.
